Navigation Bar This appears at the top and bottom of all pages. On the left of each page
is the index for the current tab you clicked on.

Search Button Appears at the top of all pages.

Links When you wave your mouse over any green lettering it will become underlined
and you can click on it to get more information.

Calendar Items All items on the calendar are clickable and many will give you more
information pertaining to the event when you click on them.

Calendar Categories When you are on any calendar you can click on the Student Event,
Field Trip, Remember, Meeting or Athletics buttons to view just the events in that
particular category.

Print Page Note that at the top right of every page there is a print icon E which allows
the page to be printed without graphics, headers and footers etc.
